Who votes at District Conference Meetings? How many times?…This District holds a business meeting at each conference, including the Fall Conference in November, 2007.  Members of the District 39 Council have the vote. They conduct the business before the Council.

The District Council is made up of the District Executive Committee and the President and Vice President Education of each District 39 Club. The Executive Committee, by District 39 by-laws, consists of the District Governor, Lieutenant Governor – Education and Training, Lieutenant Governor – Marketing, Public Relations Officer, Division Governors, Area Governors, District Treasurer, District Secretary and Immediate Past District Governor. 

What about Proxies? If the Club President and Vice President Education is unable to attend the District Council Business meeting, he or she may designate, in writing, fax or by way of e-mail, any other member of his or her club to cast the proxy at the council business meeting. Whoever casts the club vote must pick up their ballot at the Credentials Desk at the Conference.

How many votes may one person have? According to the District Constitution each member of the District Council or his or her proxy voter who is in attendance at the conference is entitled to one vote. In the event a Toastmaster, who is entitled to vote as a District Officer, also carries both proxies (i.e. that of the President and the Vice President Education from his or her club), that Toastmaster is entitled to three votes (his/her own and the two proxies).

Any other member (i.e. those who are not members of the District Council) is limited to a maximum of two votes. The Toastmaster may not cast four votes for two clubs.

Voting by Proxy and Who May Authorize Proxies? Club Presidents and Vice Presidents Education are the ONLY District Council members who may authorize proxy votes. All other District 39 Council members must cast their own votes. There is not a vote by mail.

If you, as Club President or Vice President Education, are unable to attend the District 39 Conference, you are urged to execute a proxy for any member of your club who will be present.
